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DEMANDS TO RUSSIA


With roughly 1,700 million tons of carbon dioxide emissions a year and a projected steady annual growth rate, the Russian Federation follows the United States and China as the world’s third largest emitter of greenhouse gases, thereby significantly contributing to climate change. Russian action is therefore crucial for success in the attempts to stem the tide of global warming and mitigate its effects. 
· From 2010 to 2020, Russia must keep greenhouse gas emissions at a level no higher than the pre-crisis level of 2007 (65% of the 1990 levels without taking into account absorption by forests) and take additional actions to reduce its emissions. 
· By 2050, Russia must reduce greenhouse gas emissions by at least 80% of their 1990 level. 
· Russia must increase their share of renewable energy resources, excluding large hydropower, in the total energy production to at least 10% by 2020.

· Russia must realise its potential of energy efficiency (40%) by 2020.

· Russia must make contributions like other countries do to an international fund as a Financial Mechanism of the new agreement. 

· Russia must establish a scientifically-based, clear and transparent accounting system for the absorption and emission of greenhouse gases. 

· The Russian Governmnet must adopt the National Climate Doctrine. It should include federal, regional and sectoral programmes and action plans that mitigate human impact on climate change, and adaptation to climate change, as integral parts. 

Russia is the greatest country in the world in terms of size. And it could also be the greatest in the world in emission reductions. But it takes courage.  Stop hiding! Come forth and lead!
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
